Tree Lights Maintenance Agreement 
and Notice to Proceed

2009 Holiday Season

Scope of Work:
In order to maintain a consistent, high-level appearance of the Downtown tree lights, the tree lights need to be maintained and repaired annually.  

The Downtown Spokane Partnership is managing a maintenance agreement with Jim DeStefano of Power City, an electrician who has worked on the Downtown tree lights in previous years.

Costs:
Truck rental and labor charges will be $75 an hour, roughly the length of time needed to maintain the lights on an averaged-size Downtown tree.  If there are smaller trees within a defined property, this cost will be pro-rated appropriately.  Power City will handle all billing procedures.

Based on estimates of the repair needs within the Downtown, light replacements will cost approximately $45 per tree.  Unfortunately the cost of light strands has increased considerably this year and is reflected in the light replacement cost. However, this cost will vary depending on requirements.  Power City will order and bill for any replacement lights.  

The estimated total for labor and lights is $120 per tree.

Agreement:
The undersigned agrees to pay Power City for services rendered and for the costs of replacement lights for the indicated number of trees on the described property.
